





MORTGAGE ADVICE BUREAU COMMENTS
ON LATEST BASE RATE DECISION

David Hayworth, from Mortgage Advice
Bureau comments on the Bank of England’s
decision to hold the base rate at 0.5%.

“The Monetary Policy Committee’s decision to hold the
base rate this month is not a surprising one. In recent
months, the cost of borrowing has all but lost any linkage
to the Bank Base Rate and any further cut is largely
unnecessary as far as many borrowers are concerned,
except those who have base rate tracker mortgages
without a minimum rate.

“It would appear that the MPC has this month paused
for breath after six consecutive monthly reductions.
Following on from these cuts to the base rate and the
ongoing injection of funds into the system, the MPC
has decided to take a step back and see whether these
attempts to kick start the market have had an effect.

“Low interest rates are good news for borrowers, but
bad for savers, and a consequence of fewer people being
attracted to save is that there are fewer funds available
to lend out in the form of mortgages. Therefore, the
situation as it stands is about the availability of money,

and the capacity for lenders to be able tolend. We have
now reached a point in the cycle where the MPC are
employing alternative tactics and are taking a step back
in order to analyse the effects of previous actions. This
month’s decision is a welcome one and we wait with
bated breath to see what the longer term outcome will be,
however the first tentative signs have been encouraging.”

From the Thames Valley Police Watch Office

Officers in Milton Keynes are urging residents to
ensure their garages are secure following a number
of burglaries across the city in recent months.

Offenders have targeted garages with doors which
require lifting up and over, and have forced entry
relatively easily with the use of bodily pressure, or
implements and tools.

Burglaries have taken place at properties in Great
Holm, Stony Stratford, Bletchley, Downhead Park and
Milton Keynes Village. A total of 28 garage burglaries
have taken place in the last month alone.

The most recent incident saw offenders steal hand
tools from a garage in Gatcombe, Great Holm,
overnight between Monday 4 May and Tuesday 5
May.

Security can be improved to ‘up and over’-style
garage doors by adding padlocks through the inside
runners of the door or fitting padlocks with a hasp
and staple to both sides of the door.

Other options include fitting a “T” bar-style lock to

the ground externally, padlock restrictors and garage
mortice locks, which can be operated by key from
both sides of the door.

If extra security is needed there is also an option

of using a specialised garage alarm. These can be
battery powered and if triggered emit a loud sound.
They work by using passive infra-red movement or
heat detectors.

Thames Valley Police advise residents to consider
additional security for an internal door if it can be
used to gain access to the house. This can be done by
fitting a mortice bolt to the top and bottom of the door.
